16 new faces...
Former Chhattisgarh minister Ramvihcar Netam

would contest from Ramanujganj (ST) seat where he
had suffered defeat in 2013 against incumbent Congress
MLA Brihaspat Singh. Both Vijay Baghel and Netam
did not contest the 2018 assembly elections. BJP
spokesperson Devlal Halwa Thakur would contest from
Daundi Lohara (ST) seat while former MLAs Sanjeev
Shah, Shravan Markam and Lakhanlal Dewangan
would contest from Mohla-Manpur (ST), Sihawa (ST)
and Korba seats, respectively. Rajnandgaon Zila Pan-
chayat president Geeta Ghasi Sahu has been fielded
from Khujji seat while Rajnandgaon Zila Panchayat
vice president Vikrant Singh, a relative of  senior BJP
leader and former chief  minister Raman Singh, will
contest from Khairagarh seat.

The other candidates in the list are Bhulan Singh Mar-
avi (from Premnagar seat), Prabhoj Minj (Lundra-ST),

While in 2018 the
saffron party had drawn blank in all 21 seats, even in
2013 (when it retained power in the state) it had suffered
defeat in 16 of  these seats, he noted. Declaration of  can-
didates so early will benefit the candidates who will
have sufficient time for preparations, he added. 

Caretaker's son sold...
In 1972, Dr. Ratnakar Peter Das, a tribal from Chhattis-

garh, took over the charge as superintendent of  Mission
Hospital Dhar. Dr Das got revenue records manipulated in
1985 to get his name registered as caretaker.  Despite Dr Das's
claim that he was only the caretaker and not the owner, the
United Church of  Northern India in 1990 staked claim over
the land. On December 20, 2004, ADJ-IV of  Dhar District
Court ruled that Dr Das and his family did not hold own-
ership title of  the land. Contrary to court order, after Dr
Das's death, his wife Dr Ila Das executed a lease deed of
0.451 hectare in favour of  Sudhir Jain. In 2009, a power of
attorney was made in the name of  another accused Ak-
ilesh Sharma, who later sold 36 plots on the land to people
for merely Rs 20 lakh.  Later late Dr Das's son Sudhir Das
illegally executed 14 sale deeds and sold over 1.6 lakh
square feet of  land to different people.

Chandrayaan-3 Lander...
According to ISRO, the lander was separated from the

propulsion module at an orbit of  153 km x 163 km around
the moon. Meanwhile, the Propulsion Module continues its
journey in the current orbit for months/years, said ISRO. 

"The SHAPE payload onboard it would perform spec-
troscopic study of  the Earth's atmosphere and measure
the variations in polarization from the clouds on Earth
- to accumulate signatures of  Exoplanets that would
qualify for our habitability! This payload is SHAPEd by
U R Rao Satellite Centre/ISRO, Bengaluru," ISRO
added. The main purpose of  India's third moon mission
costing about Rs 600 crore is to land the lander softly on
the moon. The Chandrayaan-2 mission failed as the lan-
der called 'Vikram' crashed on to the moon. According
to the ISRO, the lander is expected to make a soft-land-
ing near the South Pole of  the moon on August 23 at 5.47
p.m. The lander will descend to the moon from a height
of  about 100 km from the moon's surface. 

Surjewala is Congress...
In the last five years since former CM Kamal Nath

took the charge as state Congress president, the party
has replaced three state in -charge. Before Agarwal,
Deepak Babaria  and Mukul Wasnik were given the
state responsibility.  There were reports of  'discord' be-
tween Nath and Agarwal and a 'faction dissatisfied' with
state party president had held a closed-door meeting
with Agarwal, but the pictures of  the same had gone vi-
ral on social media. Several times Agarwal had advo-
cated 'no CM face for assembly election', although many
state and national level leaders reposed faith in Nath.

The AICC finally replaced Agarwal with Surjewala.
An organisational overhaul of  several state units of  the
Congress is underway and more appointments are like-
ly to be made in the coming days.
